Students with a Stipendium Hungaricum Scholarship are obliged to complete two courses in Hungarian as a foreign language during the first two semesters of their studies, and will have to take an examination at
the end of the second semester. The credits given for these courses will constitute part of their credits in the elective courses block.

Students should aim to register for subjects worth at least 27 credits in each semester, as this will give them the chance to receive a stipend based on their academic results in the following semester.
