Students will learn the 

- importance of European literacy in piano music; 

- the significance of the different music historical periods of Europe; 

- music features in the interest of a true-to-style performance in different music historical periods. 

Students will be able to

- realise an understanding of the different music situation; 

- demonstrate experiences in their piano playing practice. 

 

Course content: 

- Personalized technical exercises; 

- Personalized piano works of different styles for beginners and at advanced levels; 

- European masterpieces from different music historical periods.
