 Victorian prose (the Bronte sisters, Charles Dickens, Thackeray) 

 Nineteenth-century poetry (Tennyson, the Browning couple, the Pre-Raphaelites, 
Swinburne) 

 The second half of the nineteenth century (Robert Louis Stevenson, Samuel Butler, Thomas 
Hardy) 

 The fin de siècle (Oscar Wilde, Henry James, Kipling) 

 The great experimenters (Joseph Conrad, James Joyce, Virginia Woolf, T. S. Eliot) 

 Old-new prose (H. G. Wells, Galsworthy, Maugham, E. M. Forster) 

 Some interesting characters of the twentieth century (D. H. Lawrence, Katherine Mansfield, 
Graham Greene, Golding) 

 Twentieth-century drama (from George Bernard Shaw to Pinter) 

 Poetry in the twentieth century (Walter de la Mare, Auden, Dylan Thomas)
