Course Description: 
The course aims to offer a brief introduction into the history of ancient Greek philosophy from 
the Presocratic philosophers (6th century – mid-5th century BC) until the age of the 
Neoplatonists of the 5th century AD. The interactive lectures and seminars will include a 
selection of texts and excerpts from various ancient thinkers like Thales, Heraclitus, 
Empedocles, Plato, Aristotle, Plotinus, Epictetus, Marcus Aurelius and others. The analysis 
of selected and previously read passages will be followed by discussion. 
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
